On 18th was not a good day for me, my mother was sick and I had to go and take her to the hospital very 
early in the morning.  When I arrived at the hospital, Nala in kakamega, she was admitted and I was there 
until 2PM.  When we had finished all the arrangements, we left as I had to contact all my siblings and the 
others that my mother was at the hospital.  When we arrived at the centre we had our late lunch and 
decided to rest, at 4PM, we went to the office and I told Rose that I would not do anything apart from 
checking my emails as I relax. At 4:30 I received a phone call, the number was not familiar, I responded 
and the person introduced himself as the chief from Kabras West.  He said “Rose we have a problem here 
and you are involved, I was so shocked, as I didn’t know what it was, I asked what is it? He told me “we 
have an old lady here with a baby boy, the lady was going to the funeral with others at night and when 
they arrived at bukhaywa, on a small river they heard a baby crying and when they checked they found 
the baby on the river bunk.  I asked him to refer them to malava police station and if they would refer 
them here then we would listen to the case.  So they went to the police and they were referred at our 
office and they arrived at 6PM. It was not easy for me to believe, the baby was so cute but in rugs, 
smelling badly and milk in a Coca-Cola bottle covered with a polythene paper. I smiled when I held the 
baby in my hands and thanked God for him. We now have Joshua at the centre, we have taken him to the 
hospital and he is doing very well, praise the Lord.

Current needs at the School 
 
Apparently we have constructed classrooms up to standard six, we need two more classrooms to 
complete the primary section, that is from standard one to standard eight. We still don’t have permanent 
classrooms for baby class and pre-unit and also the staffroom and offices for the school.  We are still 
using mud built structures and we need to construct two classrooms and a resting room for the young 
ones, then a staffroom, reception, headmaster and deputy’s offices. The school also doesn’t have a library 
and a dining hall, children eat from outside which is a problem when it is raining. These are very 
important needs that we are praying God to open ways so that we can meet some within this year. 
Lastly we need text books for all the classes, we have tried to buy but they are not enough.  
 
We will give below some estimates which can cater for these needs, although things keep on changing 
especially prices for building materials but as per now we will estimate.

Sponsorship information 
We are also grateful for our children’s sponsors who have signed up for the pay pal and we thank you for 
your commitment in supporting these children.  We are encouraging all our children’s sponsors to kindly 
remit their sponsorship every month to enable us meet the children’s needs.  This really helps us and 
makes our work easier to serve the children in the right way.  The health issues have really been a 
problem to us as we have many outbreaks, for malaria, diarrhea etc.  Sometimes it is difficult for us to 
meet all the expenses when our children are admitted at the hospital since we have to take them to private 
hospitals and they are expensive.  Our public hospitals are very bad and there isn’t proper medications 
and treatment.  
 
This year we have come up with a decision that will enable us handle this easily, we are registering our 
children with the National Health Insurance Fund which will be able to pay for the medical expenses 
when our children are admitted at the hospital.  Although they don’t pay for outpatient but this it will be 
secure for the children to have. We will be paying the money every month for the cover and we really 
thank you all for making this happen. The cover will also help the siblings and the guardians as well, and 
it is in this regard we request for the continuous monthly contribution and incase of any delay, please 
inform us in advance for the sake of this medical payments.   
 
Letter writing is very effective in our child sponsorship program and first we are apologizing if we have 
those who have not received letters from their children yet.  We promise that this will be rectified and we 
will have letters sent out and all the updates of your child.  We encourage you to also send and pictures 
and letters to your children. Encourage them through biblical scriptures and general encouragement for 
them to work hard in their studies. Please feel free to write and ask any questions regarding your child, 
sponsorship etc. 
 
We once again thank you for the support because without you and your kind hearts these children cannot 
be the way they are.  We encourage you to share this with your friends as we continue to pray so that God 
may continue touching more to support the other children who are still in need of sponsorship.
